Desert Academy’s much anticipated Merit Scholarship Assessment will be held on Saturday, January 21,
2012 at 9 a.m. These awards will be granted on the basis of merit only, and are completely separate from
need-based finanacial aid. The competition is open to all new prospective students in grades 7 through 12. The
deadline to submit the Merit Scholarship registration form to the school is 12:00 noon on Friday, January 20,
2012. Registration forms are available on our website or at the front desk. There is no registration fee.
